By car from the A27: Take the Hove exit off the
A27, follow signs to Brighton down Dyke Road,
which will lead you to Seven Dials Roundabout.
Take the fifth exit(opposite) onto Vernon Terrace
leading onto Montpelier Road, crossover the
traffic lights leading towards the sea. Turn left at
the bottom (facing the seafront), then the third left
to park in the NCP at Regency Square.

By car from the A23: Head down London Road
leading onto to Grand Parade and the Old Steine.
Take the third exit at the roundabout opposite
Brighton Pier heading West. Pass the Brighton
Centre on your right and follow signs to NCP
Regency Square.

From Brighton train station (by foot): Cross the
road onto Queens Road heading south towards
the sea. At the Odeon Cinema facing the sea,
turn right and walk for about five minutes until
your reach the hotel.

Take the ramp to the roundabout, and take the
third exit onto A4/London Road.

In 1.1 miles turn left at A36/Cleveland Place and
continue to follow the A36.

Turn right at A36/Sydney Place and continue to
follow the A36 through one roundabout.

Turn left at A367/Wells Road.

By car from the A47:

Take the A47 Southern Bypass towards Norwich
(East) until the B1108 Junction

At the junction with the B1108 branch left
(signposted Norwich) and at the roundabout take
the 3rd exit B1108

At the next roundabout take the 1st exit,
signposted Norwich, University

At the traffic lights turn right- Norwich Research
Park is signposted. For the John Innes Centre use
right hand lane.

For the seminar rooms use the right hand lane up
the hill (signposted John Innes Centre). On entry

to the John Innes site turn right into the car park.
For disabled parking follow the signs to reception.
By car from the A11:

Stay on A1l until you reach the Thickthorn Services roundabout

At the roundabout take the 2nd exit A47 (signposted Swaffham), then follow the instructions above as
for the A47 route.

By bus:

There is a local bus service from the city centre directly to the Conference Centre. National Express
coaches run from all major cities to the Surrey Street bus station in the city centre. For details of bus
routes and timetables please see
http://www.firstgroup.com/ukbus/eastanglia/eastanglia/timetables/timetableindex.php.

Follow the A650, passing one roundabout. After
4.1 miles, take the first exit of the roundabout onto
the B6265/Bradford Road and continue for 1.5
miles.

Turn right at Park Road and drive for 0.7 miles.
Turn left at Lady Lane.

By foot from Bingley railway station:

Head across the main A650 road and walk up
Park Road for approximately 0.7 miles. Turn left
into Lady Lane.

By car (from the South): Leave the A1(M) at
junction 59 north of Darlington and continue north
on the A167 (for approximately 14 miles) to the
traffic lights at Neville’s Cross, which is on the
outskirts of Durham City. Continue to the third set
of traffic lights by the Pot and Glass pub, and turn
left (Ushaw College is signposted 2% miles).

By car (from the North): leave the A1(M) at
junction 63, Chester-Le-Street. Continue south on
the A167 (for approximately 7 miles) until you
reach Crossgate Moor on the outskirts of Durham.
Turn right at the first set of traffic lights just past
the pedestrian footbridge. Ushaw College is
signposted (2%2 miles).

Nottingham — Wednesday 28 October 2009 - 10am to 4.30pm

By car from M1 North: Take Junction 26 off M1
and follow signs towards Nottingham City Centre.
You will come to a major ring road junction, turn
right and follow A6514 (there will be signs towards
QMC and the University) heading towards the A52
Derby/Grantham. Ignore the A52 slip road to
Derby, keep going on the A52 through an
underpass immediately after which take left lane
and leave A52 on slip road leading to roundabout.
Take right turn at roundabout towards Beeston.
You should now be on the A6005 University
Boulevard. Get into the right lane and at first set of
traffic lights turn right into University Park. On
entering University Park you'll see the Djanogly Art
Gallery immediately on your right, and then the D
H Lawrence Pavilion (large white building with
green roof) which houses the Djanogly Theatre
next to the lake on your left. Take the second left
turn into the free public car park. If it's full please
turn right instead into Science Road where there is
a range of car parking off to the right and left.

By car from M1 South:

Leave M1 at Junction 25 and follow Nottingham
City Centre signs on A52. At the third roundabout
get into the right lane and turn right into the A6404
Woodside Road. You will pass the West Entrance
to the University, but continue in the left lane along
University Boulevard A6005 turning left at the traffic lights into University Park. On entering University
Park follow instructions as above.

By bus:

Regular bus services operate between Broadmarsh Bus Station in the city centre and the South
Entrance of the University (along Derby Road). The Trent Barton Indigo bus runs to and from Long
Eaton past the South Entrance every 7 to 8 minutes in the daytime. The Nottingham City Transport
bus service, number 13 and 14 from Beast Market Hill in Market Square (along Castle Boulevard)
every 15 minutes in the daytime. Number 14 daytime only. NCT number 34 from city centre onto
University Campus (stops opposite main Lakeside car park) every 10 minutes — daytime and term
time only. Please call Nottingham City Transport on 0115 950 6070 or Traveline on 0871 200 22 33 for
more information and other buses from your area.

By car from M60 East:

Leave M60 at J12 and join M602 Salford for 4
miles.

At the end of the motorway, join A57 signpost
Manchester, joining A57M after 1 mile.
Continue up the A34, past the hospital on your
right, over the next set of traffic lights and turn
right at Oxford Place (Jaguar Garage on the
corner).

Dalton Ellis Hall can be found to the left on
Conyngham Road.

By car from M56:

At J3 of the M56, continue towards Manchester
along M5103 Manchester for 4 miles on Princes
Parkway/Princess Road.

Turn right at the traffic lights (signed Whitworth Art
Gallery, Museum & Universities) into Moss Lane East at the Royal Brewery.

At the next traffic lights (Whitworth Pub on the right) follow the sign ‘Victoria Park Halls’ and cross over
Wilmslow Road into Oxford Place.

Dalton Ellis Hall can be found to the left on Conyngham Road.

By car from M67:

At motorway end, continue along the A57 for approximately 3 miles (towards the city centre).

At the roundabout (Apollo Theatre on left-hand side), take the 2nd exit — Brunswick Street, signposted
Universities.

Turn left at the first set of traffic lights — on to Upper Brook Street.

Continue south for approximately 1 mile, past the hospital on you right, over the next set of traffic
lights and turn right at Oxford Place.

Dalton Ellis Hall can be found to the left on Conyngham Road.

By taxi:

Taxi Ranks can be found at each railway station and the fare is about £5. The fare from Manchester
Airport is £12 to £15.
